EGA SEMINAR 2010—Stitching on the Barbary Coast
Proposal Submission Guidelines

General Information: The Embroiderers’ Guild of America, Inc. National Seminar will be held in San Francisco, California at the Marriott Hotel.  The Stitching on the Barbary Coast seminar will be held September 5–10, 2010.  We invite all teachers to submit proposals.  The following information is meant as an aid in helping you to prepare and submit your teaching proposals.
Teachers will normally be expected to arrive on Saturday, September 4, unless otherwise advised at the time of selection confirmation.  Teaching dates may vary, depending on the registration process.  If you are selected to teach two 2-day or one 4-day class, you will receive an independent contract sum of $1,400 for the period Saturday PM September 4 to Saturday AM September 11.  This includes four 6-hour days of teaching Monday–Tuesday and Thursday–Friday, but does not include additional lectures, classes or workshops.  A 1- or 2-day teaching contract will be reimbursed accordingly.  Travel, room and per diem will be covered in your contract.
Proposal Requirements:
Instructions must be carefully followed. If information submitted is incomplete or incorrectly prepared, the proposal may not be considered. Set pieces should have a design which is either original, an adaptation which has be modified through significant changes, or an encore. An encore is defined as a project previously taught at any venue. Please submit proposals for one day classes, two-day classes and/or four day classes so that the faculty committee may have a broad selection from which to choose. Unless otherwise stipulated, all proposals submitted must not have been taught before with the possible exception of notebook subjects such as technique, design/color, history, independent and original work.
Any selected proposal may not be taught until 30 days after Seminar unless permission has been granted by the dean of faculty in consultation with the director of education. At the discretion of the seminar committee, projects designed in collaboration with an outside source may be accepted. Commercial projects will not be accepted. A commercial project is defined as a project/kit available through a retail/wholesale source.

A teacher shall be expected to teach the class materials on a one-time basis to a pilot group. If selected to teach, a copy of Procedures for a Pilot Group will be sent with the contract. Please specify if the proposed project is part of a series or is very similar to other pieces that you have taught. If so, please include photographs of the previous pieces and indicate when and where they were or will be taught.
Proposal Format:

Each proposal should be in a separate lightweight folder.  The Universal Proposal Cover Sheet should be the first page in each folder; place a picture, line drawing or other visual reproduction of your class on the cover of your folder to distinguish it from others.

Shipping:

1. Remember to include the Proposal Item Description Sheet listing all items enclosed.

2. Please make sure that your proposals fit into one reusable mailing envelope or package.  If needed please use bubble wrap.

3. Proposals should be sent USPS Priority Mail with a Delivery Confirmation receipt. Teachers may track their proposals for proof of delivery.
4. Please include a return address label.

5. Out of the country proposals should be postmarked no later than February 14, 2009 and U.S. proposals should be postmarked no later than February 28, 2009.  E-mailed proposals are accepted no later than February 28, 2009.
Proposals will be returned with notification of class status on or before March 21, 2009
